Appointing your Accountable Executive 

OTTAWAñTranspor t 

Canada has introduced a 

new regulation requiring 

certain certificate holders 

to appoint an Accountable 

Executive. 

 

The amendment to the 

regulations establishes a 

requirement for all air 

operators ,  approved 

maintenance organizations, 

airports and organizations 

providing air traffic services 

to identify the senior 

executive who will act on 

their behalf regarding 

ongoing compliance with 

regulations as well as a 

requirement to submit to 

the Minister, within 30 days 

of his or her appointment, 

a  s i gned  s t atement 

a c c e p t i n g  t h e 

responsibilities of the 

position. 

 

There is no personal 

liability associated with the 

position of an Accountable 

Executive as this individual 

represents the certificate 

holder. The certificate 

holder retains all liability for 

non-compliance with the 

regulations. This should not 

create an addit ional 

regulatory burden for 

operators, as the certificate 

holder has always been 

responsible for compliance.  

 

The Accountable Executive 

requirement is primarily a 

matter of identifying the 

senior individual who will 

discharge the certificate 

holderõs responsibilities, 

and lead the necessary 

cultural change.  
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Paragraph 106.02(1) (c) requires that the holder of an airport certificate ensure that the Accountable Executive submits 

to the Minister a  signed statement that he/she accepts the responsibilities of the position within 30 days after he/she is 

appointed.  

 

The purpose of this exemption is to provide more time to the holders of airport certificates to appoint their  

Accountable Executives and to ensure that the Accountable Executives appointed in respect of those certificates submit  to 

the Minister the signed statement required by paragraph 106.02(1)(c) of the CARs before September 1st, 2008.

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NORTH BAYñThe airside of an airport is a specialized working environment governed by rules designed to prevent 

accidents and minimize the risk of injury to all persons. The AVOP (Airside Vehicle Operatorõs Permit) manual, available 

on AMCOõs web based training platform, is a reference source of applicable federal regulations that must be used in 

conjunction with your airportõs local rules and procedures relating to the safe operation of equipment and vehicles used 

in the airside working environment.

302.500 (1) This Division applies to an applicant for, or a holder of, an airport 

certificate issued under section 302.03 in respect of the following airports: 

Calgary International; Edmonton International; Gander International; Halifax Robert L. 

Stanfield International; Montréal-Pierre Elliott Trudeau International; Ottawa 

Macdonald-Cartier International; St. John's International; Toronto/Lester B. Pearson 

International; Vancouver International; and, Winnipeg James Armstrong Richardson 

International.  

 

(2) On and after January 1, 2009, this Division applies to an applicant for, or a 

holder of, an airport certificate issued under section 302.03.

(+44.7%) and Windsor 

(+41.4%) showed the 

largest year-over-year 

percentage gains in aircraft 

movements. Montréal/

the largest year-over-year 

percentage declines. 

 

O v e r a l l ,  i t i n e r a n t 

movements were up by 

1 53 , 03 3  mo ve me n t s 

(+4.8%) in 2007, the fourth 

consecutive yearly advance. 

T h e  y e a r - o v e r - y e a r 

variations ranged from an 

increase of 44.3% for 

Moncton/Greater Moncton 

International to a decline of 

8.0% for Montréal/Mirabel 

International. 

In 2007, 33 airports 

recorded increases in 

i t inerant  movements 

compared to 23 airports in 

2006. 

 

Local movements increased 

(+17.5%) for the second 

year. Local movements 

returned to 2002 levels 

(1.57 million movements). 

T h e  y e a r - o v e r - y e a r 

comparisons ranged from 

an increase of 109.1% for 

Gander International to a 

decline of 39.3% for St. 

John's International. Overall, 

29 airports recorded 

increases in 2007 compared 

to 21 airports in 2006.

What does Bill C-45 mean to us? 

Bill C-45 means that 

neglecting workplace health 

and safety has become a 

crime under the Criminal 

Code punishable up to life 

imprisonment. Corporate 

Criminal Liability - Bill C-45, 

federal legislation that 

addresses workplace safety 

and corporate liability, 
became law March 31, 2004. 

 

This legislation is the final 

outcome of a federal 

g o v e r n m e n t  r e v i e w 

prompted by the 1992 

Westray Mine disaster in 

Nova Scotia. The bill 

modernizes the law of 

cr imina l  l i ab i l i t y  o f 

organizations to reflect the 

increasing complexity of 

t o d a y ' s  c o r p o r a t e 

structures. 

 

B i l l  C - 4 5  m a k e s 

organizations criminally 

liable: 

as a result of the 

actions of senior 

officers who oversee 

day-to-day operations 

but who may not be 

d i r e c t o r s  o r 

executives; 

when officers with 

e x e c u t i v e  o r 

operational authority 

intentionally commit, 

or direct employees to 

commit, crimes to 

b e n e f i t  t h e 

organization; 

when officers with 

e x e c u t i v e  o r 

operational authority 

become aware of 

o f f e n c e s  b e i n g 

committed by other 

employees but do not 

take action to stop 

them; and, 

when the actions of 

those with authority 

and other employees, 

taken as a whole, 

demonstrate a lack of 

care that constitutes 

criminal negligence. 

 

Bill C-45: 

imposes a legal duty 

on all those who 

direct work, including 

employers, to take 

reasonable measures 

to protect the safety 

of employees and the 

public; and,  

provides that wanton 

or reckless disregard 

of this duty, which 

causes death or 

bodily harm, would 

result in a charge of 

criminal negligence. 
If there is an accident, 
injury or fatality, you could 

be charged by the Ministry/

Department of Labour. 

Before buying a vehicle in the U.S., make sure the vehicle

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Bill C-45 modernizes the law on the criminal liability of 

organizations to reflect the increasing complexity of 

today's corporate structures. The term "organization" 

refers to a variety of group structures, including a public 

body, a company or partnership.

Objective 

To collect data on the ice 

p e l l e t  e n v i r on m en t , 

including distribution and 

size, to be able to simulate 

worst case scenarios. 

 

Description 

It is a common procedure 

to apply an anti-icing fluid 

to the wing of an aircraft to 

protect it during winter 

precipitation, which can 

dilute the fluid and cause it 

not to flow off at takeoff. 

This project is part of a 

series aimed at establishing 

the precipitation conditions 

that would cause an anti-

ic ing f lu id  to  f a i l . 

Researchers are examining 

the general characteristics 

of an ice slurry being blown 

off a wing to determine at 

what level of contamination 

it ceases to come off, and 

when it causes a serious 

loss in aerodynamic 

performance. 

 

This phase of work involves 

collecting data on ice 

pellets to be able to 

simulate worst case 

scenarios: 

developing the means 

to collect ice pellet 

data for intervals as 

short as two minutes 

whi le estab l ish ing 

numbers, sizes, and 

distribution; 

collecting data for the 

2005-06 winter along 

with a record of 

ambient temperature 

and precipitation rates; 

creating an ice pellet 

database; and, 

analyzing the database 

t o  e s t a b l i s h 

relationships between 

size distribution and 

precipitation rates and 

ambient temperatures. 

 

 

Results 

The particle characteristics 

of three ice pellet events in 

the Montréal area were 

compared. Ice pellets were 

collected and photographed 

with a high resolution 

digital camera. 

 

Although each ice pellet 

observed was unique, 

several different classes of 

particles were evident. The 

same classes were present 

in all events, although the 

re lat ive numbers of 

particles within each class 

varied between events. The 

researchers noted that the 

shapes of the particles

ice pellet characteristics 

show many common 

features in at least three 

storms.
