Awind farm's location and size can have an impact on aviation in general, and on airport op
for considerable and varying distances. While there are differing implications for aerodro
certified airports, there are a
number of common impacts that
should be considered by airport
owners. If there is registered
obstacle limitation zoning for tre
airport, some aspects may be
straight forward. If not, the
situation can become complex.
Our recent experience has found
that wind farms can impact
obstacle limitation  surfaces;
approach and  departure
procedures; instrument
approaches; enroute airwey
design;  obstruction  lighting;
interference with NAV CANADA
radar, navigation aid and ATC
operations over wide areas, as
well as concems with ice throw;,
downstream turbulence and
other issues.

There are natural conflicts

between the wind farm

developer's desire to maximize

wind capture and power generation and the aviation community's desire for obstrireo
airspace. There is also the conflict between reducing visual pollution by choosing a low fisibility
colour scheme and the desire to increase aviation visibility using bright colours and lighting.

Environmental impact studies tend to concentrate on such aspects as noise level, visual

safety and municipal zoning bylaws, and are often subject to municipal and provincial geview.
Aviation impacts, however, are subject to Transport Canada, NAV CANADA andfairport
interventions. These organizations have been taken somewhat by surprise by the number @ wind
farm applications and the sometimes unexpected impacts and are currently developing new
criteria for evaluation of applications, drawing on North American and European experiencR. The
wind turbine installation at Ontario Place, less than 1.8 km from Toronto Island Airport, shols that
conflicts can be minimized.
